Identifying materials:

Identifying animals:

Confidently talk about animal characteristics and features,
e.g. whether they have feathers, a tail, fins or a skeleton,
whether they live in the water or on land, and if they are

To study events beyond living memory that are significant
nationally or globally — Neil Armstrong and the history of
space exploration

To study significant historical events, people and places in
their own locality — linked with the above focus

Understanding physical development, health and wellbeing

(PE / PSHCE)

Dance:

Describe how the body feels before, during and after
exercise.

Carry and place equipment safely.

Copy and repeat actions.

Put a sequence of actions together to create a motif.
Vary the speed of their actions.

Use simple choreographic devices such as unison,
canon and mirroring.

Begin to improvise independently to create a simple
dance.

Perform using a range of actions and body parts with
some coordination.

Begin to perform learnt skills with some control.
Watch and describe performances.

Begin to say how they could improve.

Athletics:

Perform and compare different types of jumps: for
example, two feet to two feet, two feet to one foot, one
foot to same foot or one foot to opposite foot.

Combine different jumps together with some fluency and
control.

Jump for distance from a standing position with accuracy
and control.

Investigate the best jumps to cover different distances.
Choose the most appropriate jumps to cover different
distances.

Know that the leg muscles are used when performing a
jumping action.

Throw different types of equipment in different ways, for
accuracy and distance.

Throw with accuracy at targets of different heights.
Investigate ways to alter their throwing technique to
achieve greater distance.

Perform learnt skills with increasing control.

Compete against self and others.

Watch and describe performances, and use what they see
to improve their own performance.

Talk about the differences between their work and that of
others.

Scarf units for this term:

Me & my relationships

Understand that classroom rules help everyone to
learn and be safe;

Explain their classroom rules and be able to
contribute to making these

Recognise how others might be feeling by reading
body language/facial expressions;

Understand and explain how our emotions can give a
physical reaction in our body (e.g. butterflies in the
tummy etc.)

Identify a range of feelings;

Identify how feelings might make us behave:
Suggest strategies for someone experiencing 'not so
good' feelings to manage these.

Recognise that people's bodies and feelings can be
hurt;

Suggest ways of dealing with different kinds of hurt.
Recognise that they belong to various groups and
communities such as their family;

Explain how these people help us and we can also
help them to help us.

Identify simple qualities of friendship;

Suggest simple strategies for making up.
Demonstrate attentive listening skills;

Suggest simple strategies for resolving conflict
situations;

Give and receive positive feedback, and experience
how this makes them feel.

Valuing Difference:

Identify some of the physical and non-physical
differences and similarities between people;

Know and use words and phrases that show respect
for other people.

Recognise and explain how a person's behaviour can
affect other people.

Identify people who are special to them;

Explain some of the ways those people are special to
them.

Explain how it feels to be part of a group;

Explain how it feels to be left out from a group;
Identify groups they are part of;

Suggest and use strategies for helping someone who
is feeling left out.

Recognise and describe acts of kindness and
unkindness;

Explain how these impact on other people's feelings;
Suggest kind words and actions they can show to
others;

Show acts of kindness to others in school.
Demonstrate active listening techniques (making eye
contact, nodding head, making positive noises, not
being distracted);

Suggest strategies for dealing with a range of
common situations requiring negotiation skills to help
foster and maintain positive relationships.

Scarf units for this term:

Keeping myself safe

e  Recognise the importance of sleep in maintaining a
healthy, balanced lifestyle;

e Identify simple bedtime routines that promote healthy
sleep.

e  Recognise emotions and physical feelings associated with
feeling unsafe;

e Identify people who can help them when they feel
unsafe.

e Understand and learn the PANTS rules;

e Name and know which parts should be private;

e  Explain the difference between appropriate and
inappropriate touch;

e Understand that they have the right to say “no” to
unwanted touch;

e  Start thinking about who they trust and who they can ask
for help.

e  The rules and principles for keeping safe online, how to
recognise risks, harmful content and contact, and how to
report them.

e Understand that medicines can sometimes make people
feel better when they're ill;

e  Explain simple issues of safety and responsibility about
medicines and their use.

e  Recognise the range of feelings that are associated with
loss.

Right & respect:

e  Recognise how a person's behaviour (including their own)
can affect other people.

e Identify what they like about the school environment;

e  Recognise who cares for and looks after the school
environment.

e  Demonstrate responsibility in looking after something
(e.g. a class pet or plant);

e  Explain the importance of looking after things that belong

to themselves or to others.

Scarf units for this term:

Being my best

Explain the stages of the learning line showing an
understanding of the learning process;

Help themselves and others develop a positive attitude
that support their wellbeing;

Identify and describe where they are on the learning line
in a given activity and apply its positive mindset strategies
to their own learning.

Understand and give examples of things they can choose
themselves and things that others choose for them;
Explain things that they like and dislike, and understand
that they have choices about these things;

Understand and explain that some choices can be either
healthy or unhealthy and can make a difference to their
own health.

Explain how germs can be spread;

Describe simple hygiene routines such as hand washing;
Understand that vaccinations can help to prevent certain
illnesses.

Explain the importance of good dental hygiene;

Describe simple dental hygiene routines.

Name major internal body parts (heart, blood, lungs,
stomach, small and large intestines, brain);

Describe how food, water and air get into the body and
blood.

How to make a clear and efficient call to emergency
services if necessary.

Concepts of basic first-aid, for example dealing with
common injuries, including head injuries.

Growing & changing:

Explain where people get money from;

List some of the things that money may be spent on in a
family home.

Recognise that different notes and coins have different
monetary value;

Explain the importance of keeping money safe;

Identify safe places to keep money;

Understand the concept of 'saving money' (i.e. by keeping
it in a safe placed and adding to it).

Demonstrate simple ways of giving positive feedback to
others.

Recognise the range of feelings that are associated with
losing (and being reunited) with a person they are close
to.

Identify different stages of growth (e.g. baby, toddler,
child, teenager, adult);

Understand and describe some of the things that people
are capable of at these different stages.
